I am 

positive that with the help of the members that will not 

happen to NERYC.  Our Treasurer has presented our 

financials to Cecil Bank, and I have visited with the 

bank officers at our club house.  They are very      

comfortable with our facilities and financials, but are 

looking for continued positive growth in our cash    

position and our ability to pay down the debt.  We 

have to continue working to improve the position of 

all of our ñprofit centersò. 

 

I want to thank all of the members that have supported 

the club with their time and efforts.  The help from the 

volunteers and positive feedback I have received over 

the past year has been very heartening and               

appreciated.

The Annual General Meeting for 

members in good standing of the 

North East River Yacht Club will 

be held in accordance with the NERYC By-Laws on    

October 3rd, 2010 at 1400 hours. At that time the Bridge 

Officers and Board of Governors will give a status update 

on the processes and areas they administered during the 

past year.  We will also be electing several board         

positions.  The positions and the recommendations of the 

nominating committee will be mailed to you by the     

Administrator.  The membership will also be selecting 

members of the nominating committee for next year.

Our January invoice from Cecil Bank, which was 

presented to the BOG, included approximately $4,800 for 

the amount of the principal payment per month.  Based 

on an amortization schedule held by the Financial       

Officer, she determined that the invoice overstated the 

amount of the principle and that the principle payment 

should have been waived until April of 2010.  Obviously 

the statement from the bank caused a wave of             

consternation in the board room. When I called the bank 

to get an interpretation of the statement I was told it was 

an error and that the Financial Officer was correct in that 

the principal payment should be $2,200 per month      

beginning in April of 2010.
